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Tarjeta Dorada

Individuals and corporate sponsors can register
for the Gold Card through trumpcard.gov.
Applicants are required to pay a nonrefundable
$15,000 application fee per person, including
derivatives. Once applicants receive confirmation
that USCIS has accepted their trumpcard.gov
submission and application fee(s) , they may
complete and submit Form 1-140G.

The Form 1-140G petition is the first step of the Gold Card
process. Iffonce the petition is approved, and a visa number
becomes available, the applicant must complete the second

step via consular processing with the U.S.

Embassy/Consulate abroad to apply for an immigrant visa.
This second step as it relates to immigrant visa processing is
still unclear and it has not been confirmed if the applicant is

lawfully present in the U.S. whether they can apply for
adjustment of status from within the U.S.

Cuando una persona presenta el
Formulario I-140G en nombre propio, la
donacion requerida a los Estados Unidos
es de $1,000,000 por cada persona que
solicite una Tarjeta Dorada. Una familia
de cuatro personas requeriria una
donacién de $4,000,000, ademas de
$60,000 en tarifas de presentacion. Si
una corporacion u otra entidad similar
presenta el Formulario 1-140G en nombre
de una persona, la donacion requerida es
de $2,000,000 para el solicitante
principal de la Tarjeta Dorada y
$1,000,000 por cada beneficiario
derivado.
